Drawing
Answer ONE of the following questions.

Drawing must be done from observation.
Use any drawing medium, such as pencil, charcoal, pen and ink, crayon, pastels or any combination of drawing media.
Give consideration, where applicable, to variety in form, shape, size and texture.
1. Draw a seated figure with both hands resting on the lap
2. Draw the bust of a male or female.  The live model must be wearing reading glasses.  
3. Draw a composition of the following items arranged on a table: a reading lamp, a writing pad and pencil, an open book and a desk telephone
4. Draw a composition of the following items arranged on a table: an open book, a vase containing three live stems of flowers, and two halves of fruit on a plate.  

Painting and Mixed Media
Answer ONE of the following questions.

Produce a collage, painting or any representational or abstract composition based on one of the following themes.
Use any medium and/or combination of media, materials and techniques with the collage.
Paints must be quick-drying.  Preliminary studies and a statement of the artwork must accompany the finished piece.

1. Beneath the Surface 
2. Rituals 
3. On the edge 
4. Shattered 

Graphic and Communication Design
Answer ONE of the following questions.

Use EITHER black and white OR colour OR any combination of black and white and colour.  
Preliminary studies and a statement on the artwork MUST accompany the finished piece.
1. Design and produce a poster to promote carnival in your country.  The poster should NOT exceed A2 size paper (420mm x 594mm).  
2. Design and produce a comic strip on A2 size paper (420cm x 594mm) in 8 – 10 panels illustrating a folk tale from your country.  
3. Design and produce a logo 15 cm x 15 cm for a new local restaurant called “Fireside”.  Show how the logo will be presented on the following promotional items: menu card, business card and a stationery item.  
4. Design and produce a pop-up page for a children’s storybook titled “Dance of the Butterflies”.  The measurements should NOT exceed 22cm x 28cm.  

PRINTMAKING
Answer ONE of the following questions.

Produce an EDITION of THREE prints, NOT LESS THAN 20cm wide, in black and white OR in colour for ONE of the following themes.
Use printing ink that is quick-drying, and any printmaking technique or combination of techniques suitable for printing on paper.
Preliminary studies and a statement on the artwork MUST accompany the finished piece.
